Mr. Sobesky’s Subjects: 
MATH:  Students continue to work with adding and subtracting "unlike fractions",(fractions with different denominators).  Learning that fractions are a portion of a group of things, or part of one thing is still a concept the students are trying to grasp.  If there are any "math-savvy" parents at home, you can help student  by using everyday items. Ex:  "What fraction of eggs are left in this egg carton?" , or "what fraction of orange slices are left if you ate three out of ten already ?"
SCIENCE:  Now that students know the objects in our Solar System, we are about to investigate more about each kind.  They will learn  about the moons effects on the earth, rocky and ice planets, what comets are made of and where they come from,  where do meteors and asteroids originate from, and that suns have life spans and change as they age.
