Remember that if a student scores below a 70% on Big2 Math, they may take it home, redo the errors, staple them to the Big2 sheet and return it for a re-grade.
SCIENCE:  A few more electricity and magnet activities to go before we are done with this years Science topics. We will spend about two weeks after that to review things from throughout this past year. Everything is winding down, but Science study continues. And we have had fun in Science!!!
