Mr. Sobesky’s Subjects: 
MATH:  The students are continuing working on Factors of numbers, Common Factors, and Greatest Common Factor. There are few "worksheets students work on in their Math lessons. We read and try examples out of our hardcover Math book, write Math problems in Math Journals and are assigned Homework in the Student Workbook on Tuesday, and Thursday. Big2 Math sheets are corrected daily, sent home the week following they are completed, and students work daily on new Big2 Math as well as correcting mistakes on their previous work. 

SCIENCE:  We are all completing unfinished gaps in the Hike journals, for a grade on report cards, and reviewing facts about Vertebrates, Structural and Behavioral Adaptations, and Ecosystems. There will be a test next by next Thursday, on this material. Students should reread these topics, in their Science books, and review their Science notes, to be better prepared for that test.

READING –  Many students are not turning in their reading contracts – this does effect their reading grade.

Reading contracts are due every Monday.  This is for a grade.  Students need to turn in the contract with whatever minutes they have read each week.
