Math News:  Students are working on identifying the factors of a number, and comparing factors of two numbers to find all of the "common factors", and the "greatest common factor". Students are also beginning to learn what prime and composite numbers are. We are in Unit 2 in Math. Remember that you can access "Math In Focus", (the student Math program), through Thinkcentral.com  . This site will have the student workbook, activity pages, helpful math tutorial videos, and math games.

Science News:  Our 4th grade Life-Science Hike was a pleasant success! The weather cooperated, so we had no rain until after we got back to school. Everyone had a great opportunity to learn about so many plant and animal facts. Students are now working to finish journal writings related to the hike, to solidify our study of Adaptations and Ecosystems. Ask your child about the hike.
